REFLECTION ON THE GOSPEL

Jesus presents some requirements for those who want to
be part of his community. The law of the Kingdom of God
is the law of love and mercy. Therefore, Jesus teaches us
to break the cycle of violence. Using the same weapons as
the enemy is like adding fuel to the fire of hatred. It is a
never-ending fight. Jesus proposes an active non-violent
resistance. During his passion, Jesus was slapped by a
guard. It was an unjust slap; however, Jesus did not react
violently, but asked for an explanation: “Why are you
hitting me?” (cf. Jn 18:22-23). It did not further the circle
of violence and gave the hapless assailant a chance to
reflect on his thoughtless action. Christians, having their
Master Jesus Christ as their model, will be able to ask
themselves, in every circumstance: What would Jesus do
in my place? What would his reaction be?
