DOMINGO XXI11 DO TEMPO COMUM - 1 DE SETEMBRO DE 2024

FIRST READING: Deuteronomy 4.1-2, 6-8

“Now, Israel, give heed to the statutes and ordinances that | am teaching
you to observe, so that you may live to enter and occupy the land that the
Lord, the God of your fathers, is giving you. You must neither add anything
to what | command you nor take away anything from it, but keep the
commandments of the Lord your God with which | am charging you. You
must observe them diligently, for this will show your wisdom and
discernment to the peoples, who, when they hear all these statutes, will
say, ‘Surely this great nation is a wise and discerning people!" For what
other great nation has a god so near to it as the Lord our God is whenever
we call to him? And what other great nation has statutes and ordinances
as just as this entire law that | am setting before you today?”

PSALM 15: R - O Lord, who may abide in your tent?
Whoever walks blamelessly, and does what is right, and speaks the truth
from their heart; whoever does not slander with their tongue. R.

Whoever does no evil to a friend, nor takes up a reproach against a
neighbour; in whose eyes the wicked one is despised, but who honours
those who fear the Lord. R.

Whoever stands by their oath even to their hurt; who does not lend money
at interest, and does not take a bribe against the innocent. One who does
these things shall never be moved. R.

SECOND READING: James 1.17-18, 21-22, 27

Every generous act of giving, with every perfect gift, is from above, coming
down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow
due to change. In fulfillment of his own purpose he gave us birth by the
word of truth, so that we would become a kind of first fruits of his creatures.
Welcome with meekness the implanted word that has the power to save
your souls. But be doers of the word, and not merely hearers who deceive
themselves.

Religion that is pure and undefiled before God, the Father, is this: to care
for orphans and widows in their distress, and to keep oneself unstained by
the world.

The Father gave us birth by the word of the truth, that we would become
first fruits of his creation.

GOSPEL: Mark 7.1-8, 14-15, 21-23

When the Pharisees and some of the scribes who had come from
Jerusalem gathered around Jesus, they noticed that some of his disciples
were eating with defiled hands, that is, without washing them. For the
Pharisees, and all the Jews, do not eat unless they thoroughly wash their
hands, thus observing the tradition of the elders; and they do not eat
anything from the market unless they wash it; and there are also many
other traditions that they observe, the washing of cups, pots, and bronze
kettles. So the Pharisees and the scribes asked him, “Why do your
disciples not live according to the tradition of the elders, but eat with defiled
hands?”

Jesus said to them, “Isaiah prophesied rightly about you hypocrites, as it is
written, ‘This people honours me with their lips, but their hearts are far from
me; in vain do they worship me, teaching human precepts as doctrines.’
You abandon the commandment of God and hold to human tradition.”
Then Jesus called the crowd again and said to them, “Listen to me, all of
you, and understand: there is nothing outside a person that by going in can
defile them, but the things that come out of a person are what defile them.
“For it is from within, from the human heart, that evil intentions come:
fornication, theft, murder, adultery, avarice, wickedness, deceit, licentiousness,
envy, slander, pride, folly. All these evil things come from within, and they defile
a person.”

LEITURA | - Deuteronémio 4,1-2.6-8

Moisés falou ao povo, dizendo: «Agora escuta, Israel, as leis e os preceitos
que vos dou a conhecer e ponde-0s em pratica, para que vivais e entreis na
posse da terra que vos da o Senhor, Deus de vossos pais.

EVANGELHO - Marcos 7,1-8.14-15.21-23

Naquele tempo, reuniu-se a volta de Jesus um grupo de fariseus e alguns
escribas que tinham vindo de Jerusalém. Viram que alguns dos discipulos de
Jesus comiam com as maos impuras, isto €, sem as lavar. — Na verdade, 0s
fariseus e os judeus em geral ndo comem sem terem lavado cuidadosamente
as maos, conforme a tradicdo dos antigos. Ao voltarem da praga publica,

néo comem sem antes se terem lavado. E seguem muitos outros costumes

a que se prenderam por tradi¢do, como lavar 0s copos, 0s jarros e as vasilhas
de cobre —. Os fariseus e 0s escribas perguntaram a Jesus: «Porque ndo
seguem os teus discipulos a tradi¢do dos antigos, e comem sem lavar as
maos?»

Jesus respondeu-lhes: «Bem profetizou Isaias a respeito de vos, hipdcritas,
como esté escrito: ‘Este povo honra-Me com os labios, mas 0 seu coragao
esta longe de Mim. E véo o culto que Me prestam, e as doutrinas que ensinam
nao passam de preceitos humanos'. Vds deixais de lado o0 mandamento de
Deus, para vos prenderdes a tradi¢do dos homens».

Depois, Jesus chamou de novo a Si a multiddo e comegou a dizer-lhe: «Ouvi-
Me e procurai compreender. N&o ha nada fora do homem que ao entrar nele o
possa tornar impuro.

O que sai do homem é que o torna impuro; porque do interior dos homens é
que saem 0s maus pensamentos: imoralidades, roubos, assassinios,
adultérios, cobicas, injusticas, fraudes, devassidao, inveja, difamagdo, orgulho,
insensatez. Todos estes vicios saem 14 de dentro e tornam o homem impuro».
