REBUILD HER LIFE

Tara’s childhood was anything but safe. Conflict and fear filled her days, and
as she grew older, home became unbearable. She waited, hoping things would
change, but she had to leave once she became a teenager. Because of your
warm heart, Tara found safety at Covenant House Toronto, a Catholic
Charities agency you support through ShareLife. After a short stay in the crisis
shelter, she moved into the Rights of Passage (ROP) program, determined to
rebuild her life. You gave Tara the strength to take charge of her future—
adding her name to waitlists for affordable housing and taking steps to stand
on her own. In the meantime, she balanced multiple part-time jobs while
staying in school, saving every dollar she could. With your caring support, she
connected with a counsellor to begin working through the challenges that had
forced her to leave home. Today, she’s living independently and building the
future she once thought was out of reach. ShareLife Sunday special
collections are taking place next weekend on April 26.

Depois de uma curta estadia num abrigo
temporario, passou a residir no programa Rights of Passage (ROP), determinada a
reconstruir a sua vida.
O seu apoio permitiu que Tara encontrasse a forca necessaria para se encarregar do
seu futuro — adicionando o seu nome a listas de espera para habitacdo acessivel,
tomando 0s passos necessarios para ser independente. Entretanto, ela manteve varios
empregos part-time enquanto continuou a estudar, poupando cada délar que conseguia.
Com o seu apoio solidario, foi-lhe possivel ligar-se a um conselheiro para poder
enfrentar os desafios que a tinham forgado a sair de casa. Hoje vive independentemente
e continua a construir o futuro que pensava estar fora do seu alcance.

LEITURA II: 1 Pedro 1,17-21

GOSPEL: Luke 24.13-35

On the first day of the week, two of the disciples were going to a village called Emmaus,
about eleven kilometres from Jerusalem, and talking with each other about all these
things that had happened. While they were talking and discussing, Jesus himself came
near and went with them, but their eyes were kept from recognizing him.

And he said to them, “What are you discussing with each other while you walk along?”
They stood still, looking sad. Then one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answered
him, “Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who does not know the things that have
taken place there in these days?”

He asked them, “What things?” They replied, “The things about Jesus of Nazareth, who
was a Prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, and how our chief
priests and leaders handed him over to be condemned to death and crucified him. But
we had hoped that he was the one to redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all this, it is now
the third day since these things took place. Moreover, some women of our group
astounded us. They were at the tomb early this morning, and when they did not find his
body there, they came back and told us that they had indeed seen a vision of Angels who
said that he was alive. Some of those who were with us went to the tomb and found it
just as the women had said; but they did not see him.”

Then he said to them, “Oh, how foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that
the Prophets have declared! Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these
things and then enter into his glory?”

Then beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he interpreted to them the things about
himself in all the Scriptures. As they came near the village to which they were going, he
walked ahead as if he were going on. But they urged him strongly, saying, “Stay with us,
because it is almost evening and the day is now nearly over.” So he went in to stay with
them. When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, and
gave it to them. Then their eyes were opened, and they recognized him; and he vanished
from their sight.  They said to each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while
he was talking to us on the road, while he was opening the Scriptures to us?”

That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusalem; and they found the eleven and
their companions gathered together. These were saying, “The Lord has risen indeed, and
he has appeared to Simon!" Then they told what had happened on the road, and how he
had been made known to them in the breaking of the bread.

EVANGELHO: Lucas 24,13-35

Dois dos discipulos de Emads iam a caminho duma povoacdo chamada Emals, que
ficava a sessenta estadios de Jerusalém. Conversavam entre si sobre tudo o que tinha
sucedido. Enquanto falavam e discutiam, Jesus aproximou Se deles e pds Se com eles
a caminho. Mas os seus olhos estavam impedidos de O reconhecerem. Ele perguntou
lhes. «Que palavras séo essas que trocais entre vds pelo caminho?» Pararam
entristecidos. E um deles, chamado Cléofas, respondeu: «Tu és o Unico habitante de
Jerusalém a ignorar o que 14 se passou estes dias». E Ele perguntou: «Que foi?»
Responderam Lhe: «O que se refere a Jesus de Nazaré, profeta poderoso em obras e
palavras diante de Deus e de todo o povo; e como os principes dos sacerdotes e 0s
nossos chefes O entregaram para ser condenado a morte e crucificado. Nos
esperavamos que fosse Ele quem havia de libertar Israel. Mas, afinal, € ja o terceiro dia
depois que isto aconteceu. E verdade que algumas mulheres do nosso grupo nos
sobressaltaram: foram de madrugada ao sepulcro, ndo encontraram o corpo de Jesus e
vieram dizer que Ihes tinham aparecido uns Anjos a anunciar que Ele estava vivo. Mas a
Ele ndo O viram». Entéo Jesus disse Ihes: «<Homens sem inteligéncia e lentos de
espirito para acreditar em tudo o que os profetas anunciaram! N&o tinha o Messias de
sofrer tudo isso para entrar na Sua gléria?» Depois, comegando por Moisés

e passando por todos os Profetas, explicou lhes em todas as Escrituras o que Lhe dizia
respeito. Ao chegarem perto da povoagéo para onde iam, Jesus fez mengao de ir para
diante. Mas eles convenceram n'O a ficar, dizendo: «Ficai connosco, Senhor, porque o
dia esté a terminar e vem caindo a noite». Jesus entrou e ficou com eles. E quando Se
pds a mesa, tomou o pao, recitou a béncéo, partiu-o e entregou-lho. Nesse momento
abriram se Ihes os olhos e reconheceram n'0. Mas Ele desapareceu da sua presenca.
Disseram entdo um para o outro: «N&o ardia ca dentro o nosso coragéo, quando Ele nos
falava pelo caminho e nos explicava as Escrituras?» Partiram imediatamente de
regresso a Jerusalém e encontraram reunidos os Onze e 0s que estavam com ele,

que diziam: «Na verdade, o Senhor ressuscitou e apareceu a Simao». E eles contaram o
que tinha acontecido no caminho e como O tinham reconhecido ao partir 0 pdo.
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
